Volunteers welcome!  It is not too late!


There are a variety of options for Rotarians who have interest in helping to tutor in a D 11 elementary school.  Jennifer Martinez welcomes your interest, and will work with you to fashion a good fit.  Here are some possibilities:

Children’s Literacy Center Work 1:1 with a child, using the “Peak Reader” in a rather scripted program. Volunteer would commit to 1 day per week for 1 hour (any time that works)

”Read Naturally” program to increase a child’s speed in timed reading.  You graph the progress.  Usually work in a team (e.g., with parent volunteers) with about 6 kids at a time.  Best if 4 days/week, Monday—Thursday. Volunteer would commit 1 day per week 7:15am – 8:00am.

Mentor 1 student. Volunteer would be assigned 1 student to support with academic success. 

Oral Reading Aloud can be done with several kids all year long. Volunteer would go through the building, letting students read aloud to them for 20-minute time slots. 

Writing Feedback in which you help a teacher with editing written work, providing immediate feedback to the child.

Assist individual student with projects on Fridays (teachers suggest work to assist in reading, homework completion, whatever is needed.) This could be all year or just for a specific time (e.g., Science Fair in March and April). 

Math tutoring: Support students in learning math facts or specific math concepts.

Volunteer in the classroom. Volunteers would have a weekly time slot to support 1 teacher with anything they felt needed to be done.

Library Volunteer. Volunteer would help shelve books and assist the Librarian/Technology teacher with the work in the media center. 

Support High-end students with acceleration: This would be specific to volunteer’s interest. (In the past we have had math club & writing club support.)

Assist with test coverage during CSAP. Giving the test requires lots of extra adults. This short-term commitment in March would be very appreciated.

The children are selected by the LRT because they need additional attention and assistance.  They are very appreciative.

Taylor Elementary is located at 900 E. Buena Ventura Street, at the SW corner of Patty Jewett golf course.  The school’s student population is of very mixed strengths and needs. They operate on a Monday—Thursday schedule (8 am—2:30 pm) of 45 minute blocks.  Volunteers are most useful in the afternoon on M--Th.  On Fridays the students work on various projects; volunteers are welcome in the morning, too, including “lab time” 7:15 am—7:45 am.
